
  
PICK ANYWHERE, AND GOOGLE EARTH WILL DELIVER IT

Google Earth is a free program--your private viewscreen of our world.  Here the continents are green as 
grass, the oceans evening blue, the poles stark white. Punch in an address, and the thrill ride begins. 

Land masses pass. Was that Paris? A sea is crossed and then ... a free fall. The picture blurs, then comes 
into focus, one, two, three seconds and, whoa, it's the street where you lived. You're still about 1,000 feet 
up, but it's definitely the same street. 

Add a layer that fills in street names and road numbers, and you can identify every block of that old, 
familiar neighborhood.   Click new layers to add school names, churches, parks, and recreation areas to 
your view.  Then click on any location a few more times, and you will zoom in to see houses, churches, 
swimming pools, whatever.   

How do I get it?   
Go to Google by typing Google.com into 
the Address Bar of your web browser 
(Internet Explorer?) and clicking on the 
GO button.  Then type Google Earth 

into the Search Bar of Google.      

Alternately you can type: 
earth.google.com into the Address bar 

of your browser and click Go .  

Then click Downloads on the page like 
the one on the left. 

Google Earth is an offshoot of Google 
Maps.  It is a free service, available to both PC and Mac desktop computers that are no more than 4 years 
old. A GPS version, which shows your location in real time, costs $20 a month.     

After you click Downloads,

 

you should next see this screen:  

Click on Google Earth or Google Earth 
Mac (Beta) to get the FREE program.  

Competing Microsoft product Virtual 
Earth (http:// virtualearth.msn.com) uses many of the same images as Google, but is browser based, not 
a download. 
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  When you see this screen, add your email 
address if yo u will want free updates.  Then click 
on Download Google Earth.

    

Next you ll choose whether to Run the setup 
program immediately after downloading it, or do you 
want to Save  it and run it yourself?    

Choose Run if you re a novice to downloading. 
Choose Save if you have a Downloads folder and 
prefer to install your own program and save the file.   

You ll see something like this graphic of the downloading 
file flying from the globe to your computer. 

After the download is complete, install t he program 
yourself if you chose to SAVE it to your Downloads folder.   

If you chose RUN, the program will install itself after 
downloading is complete.
